The 
bestselling author of 1929: The 
Inside Story of the Greatest Crash 
and Too Big to Fail, he also co-
created the hit TV series Billions. 

US Ambassador to China (2021–
2025), Burns is the leading expert 
on US–China relations. A trusted 
voice on diplomacy and national 
security, he served six presidents 
from both political parties during his 
35 years of public service. He was US 
Ambassador to NATO during 9/11, 
and led negotiations on India and 
Iran’s nuclear programs.

Award-winning war photographer, 
Addario’s powerful images from 
the front lines appear on The New 
York Times front page, capturing 
the realities of war, humanitarian 
crises, and human resilience. Twice 
kidnapped, her work over 25 years 
in conflict zones like Ukraine, 
Afghanistan, Iraq, and Sudan 
earned two Pulitzer Prizes.
